Every person residing in Switzerland is required to have a health 
and accident insurance or to obtain the relevant exemption within 
three months of entry into Switzerland. 

Compulsory health insurance covers the costs of the medical care 
in case of illness or accident.

Upon registration at the Migration Office , students will receive two 
official letters requesting to apply for health insurance by a specific 
date. If the terms are not met, or exemption is not obtained, an 
insurance will be assigned at the discretion of the respective 
authorities.
Under certain conditions, students may be exempted from 
contracting compulsory health insurance in Switzerland.   

This applies in particular to:
students coming from EU/EFTA countries who have a European 
Health Insurance Card;
students with private insurance in Germany who can prove that it 
complies with Swiss standards, i.e. that it is unlimited;
students from non-EU/EFTA countries who can prove that such 
insurance complies with Swiss standards, i.e. that it is unlimited.

The liability insurance is optional but highly recommended.
